Each filter will
display live TV as well as recorded, VOD, and PPV programs that fit

that category.

Like the Channels category, the TV filters have a Change Time Slot card
that allows you to browse up to two weeks into the future to see what’s on.
You can also use the BACK and NEXT buttons to move through time.

TV Filters also have a preview panel to the right that displays upcoming
shows for live TV channels in focus and additional information for other
types of programs. For live TV channels, you can navigate this panel the
same way as the Channels category.
